THE FIRST READING Isaiah 7:10-14
Reader A reading from the Book of the prophet Isaiah.

Again the Lord spoke to Ahaz, saying, Ask a sign of the Lord your God; let it be deep as Sheol or high as heaven.
But Ahaz said, I will not ask, and I will not put the Lord to the test. Then Isaiah said: “Hear then, O house of
David! Is it too little for you to weary mortals, that you weary my God also? Therefore the Lord himself will give
you a sign. Look, the young woman is with child and shall bear a son, and shall name him Immanuel.”

In the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent by God to a town in Galilee called Nazareth, to a virgin engaged to a
man whose name was Joseph, of the house of David. The virgin’s name was Mary. And he came to her and said,
“Greetings, favored one! The Lord is with you.” But she was much perplexed by his words and pondered what sort
of greeting this might be. The angel said to her, “Do not be afraid, Mary, for you have found favor with God. And
now, you will conceive in your womb and bear a son, and you will name him Jesus. He will be great, and will be called
the Son of the Most High, and the Lord God will give to him the throne of his ancestor David. He will reign over the
house of Jacob forever, and of his kingdom there will be no end.” Mary said to the angel, “How can this be, since I
am a virgin?” The angel said to her, “The Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the power of the Most High will
overshadow you; therefore the child to be born will be holy; he will be called Son of God. And now, your relative
Elizabeth in her old age has also conceived a son; and this is the sixth month for her who was said to be barren.

Reader Lord, grant your healing grace to all who are sick, injured, or disabled,
that they may be made whole;

People Hear us, O God of life.

Reader Grant to all who seek your guidance, and to all who are lonely, anxious, or
despondent, a knowledge of your will and an awareness of your presence;

People Hear us, O God of life.

Reader Mend broken relationships, and restore those in emotional distress to
soundness of mind and serenity of spirit;

Peaple Hear us, O God of life.

Reader Bless physicians, nurses, and all others who minister to the suffering,

granting them wisdom and skill, sympathy and patience;
People Hear us, O God of life.



Reader Grant to the dying peace and a holy death, and uphold by the grace and
consolation of your Holy Spirit those who are bereaved;

People Hear us, O God of life.

Reader Restore to wholeness whatever is broken by human sin, in our lives, in our
nation, and in the world,;

People Hear us, O God of life.

Reader You are the God who does wonders:

People You have declared your power among the peoples.

Reader With you, O God, is the well of life:

People And in your light we see light.

Reader Hear us, O God of life:

People Heal us, and make us whole.

Celebrant Let us pray.

A period of silence follows.

Celebrant Almighty God, giver of life and health: Send your blessing on all who are sick, and upon those who
minister to them, that all weakness may be vanquished by the triumph of the risen Christ; who lives and reigns for

ever and ever. Amen.
CONFESSION OF SIN
Deacon Let us confess our sins to God.

Minister and People

God of all mercy, we confess that we have sinned against you, opposing your will in our lives. We have
denied your goodness in each other, in ourselves, and in the world you have created. We repent of the evil
that enslaves us, the evil we have done, and the evil done on our behalf. Forgive, restore, and strengthen us
through our Savior Jesus Christ, that we may abide in your love and serve only your will. Amen.

Celebrant Almighty God have mercy on you, forgive you all your sins through the grace of Jesus Christ, strengthen
you in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep you in eternal life. Amen.

LAYING ON OF HANDS AND ANOINTING

The minister may invite each person to be anointed to give her or his name and any particular request for prayer. The minister then lays

hands upon the sick person [and anoints the person], prays silently, then prays aloud using one of the following forms or similar words.
N., I lay my hands upon you in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, praying that our
Savior Jesus Christ will sustain you, drive away sickness of body and mind and spirit, and give you that victory of

life and peace which will enable you to serve and rejoice in God both now and evermore. Amen.

The minister may add, in these or similar words



As you are outwardly anointed with this holy oil, so may our loving God give you the inward anointing of the Holy
Spirit. May God relieve your suffering and restore you in body, mind, and spirit. May all of us in the frailty of our
flesh know God’s healing power. Amen.

Celebrant May the God who goes before you through desert places by night and by day be your companion and
guide; may your journey be with the saints; may the Holy Spirit be your strength, and Christ your clothing of light,
in whose name we pray. Amen.

Celebrant And so, Father, we who have been redeemed by him, and made a new people by water and the Spirit, now
bring before you these gifts. Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be the Body and Blood of Jesus Christ our Lord.

At the following words concerning the bread, the Celebrant is to hold it, or lay a hand upon it, and at the words
concerning the cup, to hold or place a hand upon the cup and any other vessel containing wine to be consecrated.

On the night he was betrayed he took bread, said the blessing, broke the bread, and gave it to his friends, and said,
"Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me."

After supper, he took the cup of wine, gave thanks, and said, "Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new
Covenant, which is shed for you and for many for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the
remembrance of me."

Celebrant Accept these prayers and praises, Father, through Jesus Christ our great High Priest, to whom, with you
and the Holy Spirit, your Church gives honor, glory, and worship, from generation to generation. AMEN.

And now, as our Savior Christ has taught us, we are bold to say,

Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy Name, thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on earth as it
is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who trespass
against us. And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. For thine is the kingdom, and the
power, and the glory, forever and ever. Amen.

THE BREAKING OF THE BREAD

Celebrant Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us;
People Therefore let us keep the feast.



Celebrant: God’s Holy gifts for God’s holy people. Come, when you are fearful, to be made new in love. Come,
when you are doubtful, to be made strong in faith. Come, when you are regretful, and be made whole in Christ.
Come to Christ’s table, there is room for all.

All are welcome to recezve Holy Commnnion at Church of the Ascension. Please follow the directions of the Priest. Receive the bread in
your hands. Y ou may receive the wine by drinking from the chalice or by taking one of the small cups, drinking from it and returning the
cup to the chalicist or the cup holder tray. Intincting (“dipping”) is not permitted; only receiving the wine by drinking from the chalice or a
cup is allowed.

Alfter receiving communion, the people are seated.
